Skirts/Skorts Plain Gray, Black or Khaki (twill only) 
 Worn August, September, May and June 
 
Shirts Polo White, Burgundy, or Gray (Solid Color)  
 
Sweaters Black, Gray or Burgundy (Solid Color & No Trim) 
 May be crewneck, V-neck, cardigan or vest)  
  
 No Hooded Sweater 
 
Shoes Closed Shoe Style (No open heel or toe shoes.) 
 Boots not worn during school day. 
 Fashion boots only on Jean Day. 
       
Socks, Knee Socks, White, Gray, Burgundy or Black (Solid Color)  
Tights & Leggings 
 
Accessories   No makeup   No nail polish 

No dangling earrings No choker chains 
No body piercing other than earrings will be permitted.

 Plaid Sunshine Uniform Skirt or Skort 
 Khaki, Gray, black only in (August, September, 
 May or June.)    
 
Skort/Skirt  Sunshine Uniform Plaid 
 
Shirts Solid colored White, Gray, Black, or Burgundy  
 Oxford style white shirt when worn with tie.   
 
Pants Solid Black or Gray (Cotton twill)  
 
Sweaters Black Gray or Burgundy (Solid Color & No Trim) 
 May be crewneck, V-neck pullover, cardigan  
 (button-up or zippered), or vest. 
 No Hooded Sweater 
  
Belts A plain black, brown or gray belt worn with pants 
 or shorts.

Shorts   Plain Gray, Black, or Khaki (Uniform Style) 
    No Cargo Shorts 
    Shorts worn during August, September, May, 
    and June.) 
 
Shirts    Solid colored Polo Burgundy, Gray, or Black  
 
Pants    Plain Black or Gray (cotton twill) 
    No rivets, cargo pants, hip huggers, skinny pants, 
    or baggy pants. 
    Pants are available from Sunshine Uniform Company, 
    Land’s End, JC Penney, Old Navy and other stores. 
 
 
Sweaters or Vests  Black, Gray or Burgundy (Solid color, no trim) 
    May be crewneck, V-neck, pullover, cardigan or  
    vest. 
 
Belts    Students in Grades 4 & 5 must wear a belt when 
    wearing pants or shorts.  Plain black, Brown or    
   Gray belts only (no designs or colors.) 
 
Shoes   Closed shoe style 
 
Socks    With shorts:  solid white gray or black 
    With pants:  solid white, gray or black

    White oxford must be worn with vest or sweater. 
 
Pants    Plain black or gray 
    No rivets, cargo pants, hip huggers, skinny pants, 
    or baggy pants. 
    Pants are available from Sunshine Uniform Company, 
    Land’s End, JC Penney, Old Navy and other stores. 
 
Sweaters   Black, Gray or Burgundy (Solid color, no trim) 
    May be crewneck, V-neck, pullover, cardigan or  
    vest. 
  
Belts    A belt must be worn when  wearing pants or shorts.    
   Plain black, brown or gray belts only (no designs or    
  colors.) 
 
Socks    Solid white, gray or black socks 
    No design on socks.
