We had a wonderful week exploring the stories of author Eric Carle! The children loved discovering the
characters in these classic books while practicing important skills like counting, sequencing, letter
recognition, and teamwork.

Here are some of the activities we did from our stories - Brown Bear, Brown Bear , What do you See? -
We created a brown bear painting using a fork instead of a paintbrush! The children used a paper plate
and brown paint to stamp and drag the fork to make fun bear fur textures. Pancakes, Pancakes! -  After
reading the story we made yummy pancakes together. We also played a fun pancake relay race game in
the gym. The Very Hungry Caterpillar - Each child made their own caterpillar using all the letters of their
name. The Very Busy Spider - The children created spider webs using a paper plate, black yarn, and a hole
punch. They carefully wove the yarn through the holes to make  their own spider web. The Grouchy Lady
Bug - We had fun role playing with a ladybug puppet while reading the story together.

For the third week of Lent, our focus was on the Bible story of Zacchaeus. This story teaches us that Jesus
knows each of us by name, loves us very much, and helps us make good choices.
